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INTRODUCTION

The Cultural Statistics Digest aims to provide a quantitative basis for understanding the nature of Glasgow’s cultural system and the
journey on which it is travelling. The Digest describes structures and resources alongside activities and outcomes. It covers the
principal domains within the cultural system, and cross-cuts and contextual information are provided on markets, attendance, training
and resources. The institutions and organisations which constitute Glasgow's cultural system are listed in the Appendix to this
document.

The Digest has been assembled mainly by drawing together existing quantitative material and presenting this in consistent and
relevant ways. A number of new analyses of existing data have also been obtained. The contents are in the form of some 169 tables,
grouped in 14 sections. A technical appendix is available on request. As necessary, and where possible, the data have been subject
to an appropriate level of validation and cross-check to ensure consistency and comparability. The aim is to enable consistent read-
across amongst the various tables.

The definition of the cultural system remains unchanged from that used in the first edition of the Digest in 2010. It covers performance
(drama, dance, music, halls and theatres), the visual arts, the heritage (museums, historic buildings), libraries and archives, literature,
and screen culture. Materials on the creative and cultural industries and on tourism, with which the cultural system has close
interactions, are also included, but not sport.

This Edition provides figures which are updated to the 2017/18 financial year.

The dependence on existing materials means that not all the statistical requirements can be fully met. The continuing lack of
comprehensive, consistent cultural statistics at the Scotland and the UK levels limits what comparisons have been possible in this
respect. Some comparisons have been drawn with other cities and with the national level, where data are available.

The 2017 Edition of the Digest was again commissioned by Glasgow Life. Many organisations helped in its preparation by supplying
data and responding to specific queries. To these and numerous individual members of their staffs deep thanks are expressed. A
particular debt of gratitude is owed to the staffs of Glasgow Life, of Glasgow City Council’s Development and Regeneration Services
Department, and of Glasgow Education Services. The help of Creative Scotland and of the Scottish Government is also gratefully
acknowledged.

RCS reached 1,541 school-age students studying at the Junior Conservatoire of Music (highly talented students) and a further 2,200
individuals variously on summer schools, short-study strands, weekly classes for adults and young people, and early-years music,
including students in RCS music centres across Scotland; GSA’s pre-vocational programmes reached 750 students on various
children’s, foundation, portfolio-preparation courses, and widening-participation initiatives in schools.

Glasgow City Council, through Glasgow Education Services, provides practical singing and instrumental tuition in school and
Glasgow-wide ensemble training out of school; also delivers specialist practical courses in drama and the visual arts out of school;
additionally, the City Council launched Glasgow’s Sistema Project, Big Noise Govanhill, in 2013/14, which involved 1,200 children
aged 6 months to 11 years in 2017/18.

2,535 young people in workshops and sessional projects in 19 centres across Scotland; provided introductory and curriculum-
focussed programmes in 20 schools across Scotland reaching around [600] pupils; various professional-development and
postgraduate courses arranged for teachers of dance; the performance programmes of the summer course, Project Y Company,
and the National Youth Dance Company of Scotland were seen in Scotland, the rest of the UK, and in Ireland.

The instrumental music service provides lessons in all secondary schools, where they support the delivery of SQA music
examinations, and in a growing number of primary schools.

The Youth Music Initiative, funded by Creative Scotland, now delivers Kodaly singing and other group-music practice in all primary
schools (including ASN schools) to level 1-4 pupils; the Music4All programme has introduced progression at levels 5-7 in
instrumental teaching; some 800 teachers have received CLPL in music for primary practitioners; Music4All began family learning at
weekends to assist in closing the poverty-related attainment gap.

Glasgow Schools’ Youth Theatre prepares a theatre production in a sessional course with 28 young people; the visual art classes
have expanded to include life-drawing, life-drawing masterclasses, summer weekend art and design, June workshops, and summer
art; additionally, there is portfolio preparation full-time (22 weeks) and part-time; the CREATE Art Studio provides support to
teachers and students in delivering the art-and-design curriculum in Glasgow’s secondary schools, including visits to the Studio; in
2017/18, twilight CLPL sessions were commenced for primary school teachers and students in art-and-design.

Additionally, 1,200 children, aged 6 months to 11 years, are in Big Noise Govanhill, Glasgow’s Sistema project; the programme is
delivered in four primary schools as well as in feeder nurseries, and now incorporates all woodwind, brass, and percussion
instruments in addition to the strings; the work is supported by additional delivery programmes at three after-school locations; the
staff comprise 20 musicians (14.9 FTEs), full-time team leader, operations manager, and administrator, part-time curriculum leader
and 6 support workers, plus a team of volunteers; the first cohort of children from Big Noise Govanhill have transitioned to senior
school; some children now participate in the City Council's CREATE Saturday music programme; the team leader reports to the
Sistema Scotland Director of Music, based in Stirling.

Universities
Glasgow’s older universities, which are mainly concerned with research and academic instruction, do include elements of practical training in some of
their courses. A more explicit vocational emphasis can be found in the newer institutions. Areas of importance relevant to Glasgow’s cultural sector
within the four universities are as follows:
University of Glasgow: music, theatre, history of art, film & television, creative writing, cultural policy, arts & media informatics;
University of Strathclyde: journalism, media & communication, architecture, built heritage conservation, art & design (PGDE);
Caledonian University: audio technology, computer games, animation, digital art & design (graphics), television fiction writing, journalism;
West of Scotland University (Outer Glasgow): commercial music, music technology, technical theatre & production, computer games, computer-
aided design, digital art & design, and events management.
Colleges
Glasgow’s further and higher education colleges make many important training inputs into the cultural and creative sectors. These colleges provide
education and training to 16-year-olds and upwards, with a major emphasis on vocational qualifications and work-based learning. The courses range
from Level 1 to Level 9 in the Scottish Credit and Qualifications Framework. Within the last decade the colleges have been subject to significant
consolidation. The City of Glasgow College was formed in 2010 from the Central College of Commerce and the Metropolitan College, together with
the Nautical Studies, Building & Printing, and the Food Technology Colleges. The other three colleges were established in 2013: Glasgow Clyde
incorporates Anniesland, Cardonald, and Langside Colleges; Glasgow Kelvin incorporates John Wheatley, North Glasgow, and Stow; and Glasgow
West brought together Clydebank, James Watt, and Reid Kerr Colleges).
